The stars will also set off the rest of the gold
theme.

Start by cutting the cellophane to the exact
size of one half of the card. Use clear craft
glue to glue it in place. (A dab in each corner
Is enough.)
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Cut the gold paper to size 0 this should be bigger than  the image,
giving it a nice border.

Use the corner tool to give the paper a rounded edge. | f you
have this tool, you can leave the corners as is, or use Scissors.
